Science Abounds • 
Ill Grants 

The division of science once again ex­
perienced an increase in faculty . There 
are 18 members on the staff this year. 

In one of the botany classes there were 
248 students enrolled, twelve more than 
the seating capacity of the science hall. 

Several research projects have been 
carried on by various members of the di­
vision. Dr. Arnold Johnson worked on an 
oxygen flask combustion method for 
the determination of sulfur in inorganic 
sulfides. Dr. Donald Johnson investigated 
the diets and energy intake of lizards.
