Serves as liaison 
The State Board of Higher Education, es­

tablished in 1939, is the governing body of the 
nine state-supported institutions of higher 
learning in North Dakota. 

Each member, appointed for a term of 
seven years, must have his membership ap­
proved by the state Senate. The board meets 
every month to review requests from presi­
dents of North Dakota colleges, to approve 
policies and staff appointments or changes, 
and to make plans and improvements. 

This year the State Board approved addi­
tions to courses at MSC such as the physics 
major and the German major. They also au­
thorized the completion of the science build­
ing, the student union, the new maintenance 
building, and the remodeling of Pioneer Hall. 
Presently under their consideration are de­
grees in nursing, police science, and a master 
degree program. 

It is through action such as this that the 
State Board serves as a liaison between the 
state and the colleges of North Dakota. 



MSC'S 6th president 
Dr. Gordon B. Olson assumed the position of 

president of Minot State College July 1, 1967. 
Before this appointment he had been Dean of 

Dickinson State College. Also at Dickinson State 
he had been Chairman of the Division of Educa­
tion, Placement Director, and Director of Exten­
sion.

Non-graded, individualized instruction 
carried on at the Campus School is part of 
the plan of adapting promising programs 
to educational conditions and individual 
differences, normally found in North 
Dakota. 

This work is typified by terms such as 
(1) seeking, (2) self-direction, (3) individ­
ual pacing, ( 4) teaching in conferences 
and (5) individual record keeping. 

The individualized instruction so far has 
been carried out in the third grade room. 
Feasibility of moving into the grade two 
room is being studied. 

Administration of achievement battery 
and the survey of reactions of the 92 pro­
fessional educators who visited the pro­
gram last year seem to indicate the plan 
has been highly successful. 

It is anticipated that as a result of ac­
tion last October closing the C a m p u s 
School that grades K-6 will be double 
sectioned and grades 7-12 discontinued. 
However enrollment is expected to stay 
the same. Focus of the laboratory school 
will be one of research and innovation.

Fine and Applied Arts 

ART 
Kappa Pi Colony of the interna­

tional art fraternity was established 
with 15 charter members at Minot 
State College last fall. 

The group prepared a local consti­
tution. Requirements for member­
ship are a B average plus 18 quarter 
hours of art courses completed with 
a B grade. However, membership 
will also depend upon creative work 
in art. 

The art major at MSC is geared 
primarily to the teaching degree 
rather than to professional develop­
ment. 

HOME EC 
In the home economics unit, two 

new kitchens, including a new dish­
washer, were added in July. 

The home furnishings class took 
as its project the remodeling of the 
living center on the second floor of 
Old Main. They made new curtains 
and wall hangings, and recovered 
chairs as part of the improvement 
project. In order to get ideas for fur­
ther home furnishing, the class took 
various trips to furniture and dra­
pery stores and to private homes in 
Minot. 

Also in the home economics divi­
sion, a child care nursery was oper­
ated during winter quarter as part of 
a class activity.

Business Education 

The Division of Business con­
stantly strives to keep abreast 
with technological advancements 
in the field of business. This year 
a new program in vocational edu­
cation is being offered to qualify 
business education majors to 
serve as office education coordi­

will supplement all existing pro­
grams offered. 

Former classrooms used by the 
Manpower Program on the fourth 
floor of Old Main have this year 
been utilized by the business divi­
sion for office machine classes 
and thereby available facilities in 
their regular department have in­
creased.

Education 
and Psychology 

A psychology major was added to 
the offerings of the Division of Edu­
cation and Psychology. Student in­
terest in the new major was evident 
in the increase in course enrollment. 

This is a single division but both 
elementary and secondary candidates 
take their work here. Approximately 
80 to 85 per cent of MSC .students 
take classes in this division. 

Admission to teacher education is 
now a formal process for each stu­
dent. Once in teacher education each 
person is continually screened for 
retention. 

Criteria on which the potential 
teacher is screened are health, per­
sonality, scholarship and professional 
aptitudes. 

Part of the job of teachers here 
is the observing of the student teach­
ers in the various schools to which 
they have been assigned. 

At present there are over 200 ele­
mentary education majors.

Health and 
Physical Education 

Four tennis courts have been added 
to the facilities of the Division of 
Health and Physical Education. The 
courts located west of the practice 
football field were also used for in­
tramurals this spring. 

Need for more space still exists 
in this division. Women's intramurals 
are curtailed because of lack of space. 
An arrangement with Ramstad Jun­
ior High provided for .basketball and 
volleyball this fall. 

Ken Wiebolt, as director of men's 
intramurals, developed quite an ex­
tensive program both in variety of 
activities and in recruiting partici­
pants. 

With over 200 majors in this divi­
sion there is no oversupply; gradu­
ates have no difficulties getting 
placement. There is more demand for 
women phy ed graduates than there 
is personnel to fill the positions. 

MSC athletic teams participate in 
the North Dakota College Athletic 
Conference. (NDCAC). There are 
seven colleges in this group counting 
MSC.

Memorial Library is in the 
process of changing from the 
Dewey Decimal System to the Li­
brary of Congress system of clas­
sification.

Current book acquisition rate 
of new titles is over 1,000 a year. 
The library has approximately 
100,000 books and subscribes to 
over 1,000 periodicals. 

Xerox charges are among the 
cheapest in the country-5 cents 
a page at the MSC Memorial Li­
brary.

Science 

Not quite on time but finally 
in mid-November the third floor 
of the Science building became a 
reality. It contains two big class­
rooms, three large and many 
small labs. The labs are for chem­
istry, geology and other advanced 
courses. Also on the third floor 
are some staff offices and a big 
stockroom. On the roof of the 
science building is an unequipped 
astronomical observatory. 

Dr. Pat Carney worked full 
time at research on Echino Cas­
us, at parasite of mammals. Two 
students served as assistant re­
searchers. 

Closed circuit TV served audi­
torium classes and there was TV 
in five other classrooms. 

Science teachers have made and 
used a number of video tapes in 
their lectures. 

A 6 a.m. to 8 a.m. and a 5 p.m. 
to 7 p.m. lab were necessary this 
year because the third floor was 
not ready on time.

Robert J. Connor was added to the 
Social Science Division in the law 
enforcement program. 

Approval of the law enforcement 
program is subject first to approval 
of the state legislature.

Classes for this di­
vision would all normally meet on 
the first floor of the Administration 
Building. As it was, 4 or 5 classes 
met in Main and 9 classes were in the 
Science Building. 

Pi Gamma Mu, national honorary 
social science fraternity, received its 
charter and final approval in April. 

The Peace Garden Conference had 
its 16th annual meeting with Bran­
don College of Manitoba last Septem­
ber. 

Work was done on making federal 
grant requests in the study in (1) 
poverty, (2) Indian affairs, (3) re­
vision of the secondary curriculum in 
social science, and (4) equipment in 
student and faculty scholarships.

Special Education 

Remodeling of part of the first 
floor of Main was one of the big proj­
ects of the Division of Special Edu­
cation. The $50,000 profoct provided 
a language development nursery. 

Youngsters with communication 
disorders are diagnosed, evaluated 
and treated in the nursery. This com­
plex contains four 6x3 one-way mir­
rors, closed circuit TV, observation 
suites and complete carpeting. 

Hearing tests and evaluative serv­
ices were carried on. Students in 
this division worked with older ac­
cident patients and stroke victims in 
the Americana and Lutheran Nurs­
ing Homes. 

The only graduate program at MSC 
is in Special Education. An MS in 
Speech Pathology and in Education 
of the Deaf are offered. 

MSC is the only institution in the 
state that offers the MS in Education 
of the Deaf or that offers teachers 
training in the education of the deaf. 
About 25 were enrolled in graduate 
school this year.

Feature stories on interesting persons gave. 

One 
such article was written by Pam Newmark, 
a graduate school African studies major at 
UCLA, who visited MSC in October as part 
of her work for the Peace Corps office. She 
had spent two years in Tanzania, East Africa, 
and wrote on her views of emerging African 
nations. 

On the local scene some features included 
an ecological find of a well-preserved elk 
antler discovered by Terry Haugen and Jay 
Shearer; an interview with MSC student Rog­
er Carlson, a folk guitarist who has sung at 
the ''Backdoor" in Greenwich Village. 

An open forum column entitled "As I See 
It" provided an outlet for persons who had 
"something to say." One of these was by Gary 
N esdahl, who attacked the hypocrisy of the 
American public; another was by R. Craig 
Goff, who felt that students should have a 
voice in planning high-level MSC operations. 

Teachers also contributed viewpoints on 
various topics. Judy Winje, communication 
instructor, said that teachers were just as 
bored as students, and part of the solution 
was to try and discover why a course is im­
portant and then actively study it. Carl Kal­
velage, political science instructor, stated that 
he doubted the validity of North Dakota Con­
gressmen's voting records.

Dr. Paul B. Kannowski, associate professor 
and chairman of the Department of Biology 
at the University of North Dakota, was a 
guest speaker at a December meeting of Beta 
Gamma Phi, MSC's science club. He spoke 
on "Pheronomes and the Nuptial Flights of 
Ants," in which he told of the interrelation­
ships of ants and aphids and the distribution 
and abundance of prairie insects. He also 
spoke on the behavior and ecology of social 
insects, especially the ants, the influence of 
microclimate on insects, and insect sex at­
tractants. He illustrated his talk with a 15 
minute colored film.

Farmers Union Young Adults isn't an organ­
ization solely concerned with rural problems. 
An exceptional example of this unrelated in­
terest became the subject of a seminar co-spon­
sored by the MSC Young Adults at the State 
Young Adults Seminar at Lake Tobiason. A 
Reverend Gleason and a Negro youth, both from 
the Ghettos of Chicago, spoke on the ever ris­
ing problems in urban America. They discussed 
the antagonisms of the poor and the Negro, 
especially in the large cities, and reemphasized 
that something is going to have to be done 
someday because a serious outcome is inevitable. 

Two other programs of the year, these being 
in Minot, were a student panel on the Vietnam 
war issue during which the responsibility of 

rural America was discussed; and a film en­
titled "Revolution and Religion" at which Rev­
erend Dean Lewis, from the First Lutheran 
Church, explained the problems that religion 
was meeting in today's world. 

FU Young Adults is an organization that 
complements the North D;tkota Farmers Union. 
Membership is open for young people who are 
interested in farm families and who are con­
cerned with the problems of rural America. 
MSC's chapter provides a chance for its young 
people to keep in touch with friends from other 
campus chapters. On the individual level it pro­
vides opportunities for leadership, fellowship, 
and critical thinking.

Program serves 
large area 

The North Dakota State Board of Higher 
Education authorized the graduate program 
at Minot State College June 25, 1963. 

Graduate study at Minot State College 
leads to a master of science degree with a 
major in speech correction or in education of 
the deaf. 

Minot State College pioneered in this area 
when there were no other programs between 
Minneapolis and Seattle. MSC is a recognized 
leader in special education in this geographic 
area. 

Because of shortages in personnel in these 
fields the U.S. Congress passed Public Law 
85-926 which provides first year master's level 
fellowships of $20,000 plus $600 per dependent 
and remission of fees, and a second year fel­
lowship of $2,400 plus $600 per dependent and 
remission oi fees. 

Since the inception of the graduate pro­
gram in speech correction and education of 
the de[4,f the division of special education has 
rece: ved fellowships each year. There are 
eight fulltime staff members in the division 
of special education.
