An atmosphere of business . • • 
Perceiving the atmosphere in the office of 

Dr. Gordon B. Olson reminds one of what 
Harry S. Truman must have felt when he 
placed on his desk the sign that read, THE 
BUCK STOPS HERE. Indeed, President Ol­
son's office seems to receive a continuous 
stream of visitors bearing everything from 
gripes and vengeances to parking tickets and 
interview requests. Ultimately, th.is is where 
all responsibility for the college, its functions 
and agents rests. 

But President Olson's job is primarily that 
of an administrator, to maintain the basic 
operation of the school while constantly mak­
ing changes and improvements to better suit 
the needs of students and staff. 

Campus improvements are evident in 
numerous recent equipment and facility im­
provements and additions. Construction was 
begun in the fall on a needed warehouse ad­
dition to the Student Union. The entryway 
steps to Old Main were strengthened and re­
inforced. Much of the rigging on the stage 

of McFarland Auditorium was replaced. New 
equipment was placed in Swain Hall: a new 
weight lifting machine, in particular, is situ­
ated in a remodeled room. A $26,400 closed 
circuit television setup has been installed in 
the Campus School and Old Main. 

During the past year, the administration 
has maintained a vigorous campaign of cam­
pus beautification. Numerous plantings of 
shrubs and bedding flowers lightened the 
area east of Old Main during the summer 
and fall months. The parking area west of 
Swain Hall and the Science Building was 
paved with rip-rapping, improving the ap­
pearance and increasing accessibility to these 
buildings. 

Among the curriculum additions is a four 
year degree nursing program and an as­
sociate program in law enforcement. In ad­
dition, the medical technology curriculum 
has been expanded to include radiological 
science.

Minot State College has only two master's 
degree programs offered on its campus. The 
division of special education affords the op­
portunity for a master of science in speech 
pathology and education of the deaf. 

For the division's own use, its mental re­
tardation observation room is one of five 
in old main to be connected to the closed cir­
cuit television master console in Campus 
School. This television system is a direct link 
between the observation room and the class­
room, giving students an opportunity to ob­
serve more situations of particular interest. 

This was the sixth consecutive year the 
division of special education has received a 
liberal number of federal traineeships and 
fellowships for students preparing to work 
with the handicapped. 

These awards provide stipends and tuition 
for qualified students. They also give the 
division support monies for continued de­

Curriculum changes 
The division of business this year improved 

its curriculum and made several equipment 
additions. 

The business education major was com­
pletely changed with a business core required 
of all students with options in secretarial 
science, accounting and related fields, dis­
tributive education or a comprehensive pro­
gram. This new teacher education program 
is designed to provide greater depth in prepa­
ration through increased specialization and 
greater flexibility in student selection in ma­
jor fields of study. 

The distributive education major is a new 
program planned to train qualified teacher 
coordinators for the secondary schools in dis­
tributive occupations. Emphasis is placed 
on marketing, retailing and management 
courses. 

Five modern electronic calculators were 
added to the division. In addition, the office 
machines, typewriting and office transcrip­
tion laboratories received new and much 
needed equipment additions.

Library works for efficient service 

The library is now faced with outgrowing 
itself. As new publications keep pouring in, 
the staff is hard pressed finding a place to 
put them. Consequently all available space 
must be used most efficiently. 

Because of this, the staff is moving the 
processing section and offices to the east end 
of the library to smoothen and speed up cir­
culation. To utilize better the space upstairs, 
all periodicals are on the second floor with 
the bulk of books downstairs. The rest will be 
going down later. 

A microfiche reader, similar to microfilm, 
contributes enormously to the staff's efforts 
to save space. Old and seldom used books and 
periodicals are being recorded on the 4x6 
microfiche cards and discarded. A printer is 
going to be added to this unit enabling stu­
dents to record the microfiche on paper and 
take it with them. A new Xerox coin-op­
erated copying machine has also been added 
to aid the students. 

The library, a government document de­
pository, is currently engaged in making 
these important and worthwhile documents 
more readily accessible. 

Another space saver in a hookup with a 
computer in Fargo is being planned. This 
computer will be programmed with records 
of all periodicals on hand plus those which 
will come in the future. Present voluminous 
records can then be disposed of. 

All of these efficiency and space saving 
programs have been undertaken for the bene­
fit of the student. Also for the student's bene­
fit, in addition to these improvements, is a 
planned extended study hours lounge which 
will be open long after and before regular 
library hours. Most probably, this will be lo­
cated in the basement reading room if the 
rest of the library· can be effectively closed 
off.

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A new course, hominology, was added this 
year to the division of education and psychol­
ogy. The course is designed to assist the stu­
dent preparing for the task of understanding 
total man. This understanding draws upon 
emotional, moral and ethical values, · psy­
chologically applying these to the problems of 
man's complex world. 

In this division there has also been a closed 
circuit television system installed connecting 
Campus School and Old Main classrooms so 
that teaching methods and student reaction 
can be observed. 

The division of education and psychology is 
currently the only division other than special 
education which offers four courses for post-
graduate study. _ 

One aim of the division is to produce teach­
ers who will be better prepared in the spe­
cialized areas of junior high school. The di­
vision also concentrates on preschool educa­
tion emphasizing the student's reading skills 
and elementary opportunities. 

Dr. Richard W. Sheldon is a new member 
of the division staff this year. Children in a Campus School classroom are being observed by 

a closed circuit television camera in the background. 

This closed circuit television master console can operate cameras in two Campus School and five Old Main classrooms completely by re­
mote control. This system allows large groups of people to observe isolated situations without disturbing the classroom.

The division of health and physical educa­
tion has been making additions and changes 
in its programs to suit better the needs of 
its students. 

Health classes have introduced and placed 
heavy emphasis on the increasing contempo­
rary problems of drugs, alcohol, smoking and 
family living as well as general health. 

The physical education curriculum is adapt­
ing more and more to the needs of the phys­
ically handicapped.
