The major renovation in the music 
division this year has been the com­
plete change in the curriculum due to 
go into effect this fall. This change 
has been developing over a period of 
a year and a half. 

Students' involvement in the divi­
sion has instituted many of the curri­
culum change through their opinions 
and suggestions.
