Beavers Again Win 
Conference Title 

Turnovers marred the first and last games played by the 1973 Minot 
State College football team. Five lost fumbles did the trick in the opener, 
a 49-7 setback at Moorhead State. By their final game the Beavers had 
improved and Montana Tech needed to receive nine MSC miscues to 
prevail 23-14. 

In between those two contests Minot was superb, winning six times 
and losing only once - 13-6 to Carroll College the week after the Moor­
head loss. 

Big wins in the streak included the 22-20 upset of Valley City. the 
42-8 Homecoming triumph over the Jamestown Jimmies. and the 28-6 
victory over Wahpeton Science. 

For the fourth consecutive season, Coach Ken Becker's club copped 
the North Dakota College Athletic C-onference crown. this time with a 
5-0 mark. Heading that effort were all-conference selections Randy 
Hedberg, Jim Webb, Dale Zweber. Ken Boyett, Chuck Kramer. and Karl 
Urbaniak. 

Common sights during the 1973 season were passes from Hedberg to 
Webb, and tackles made by Kramer. 

Hedberg, a freshman quarterback from Parshall, completed 55 of 113 
throws for 15 touchdowns and 1044 yards. Webb caught 34 passes for 
667 yards and 10 TD's, finishing in a tie for 17th place in national sta­
tistics. 

Kramer, a sophomore linebacker from Minot Ryan High School, de­
molished Don Werlinger·s year-old record for defensive points with a 
total of 268. He and Hedberg were chosen to captain the 197 4 team. 

Another star during the 1973 campaign was freshman punter Rocky 
Treleaven, from Milestone, Sask. Doing all his punting wearing a wres­
tling shoe, Treleaven placed second in the nation with an average of 
42.2 yards per boot. Another 18 yards would have given him the national 
crown. 

Despite the three losses Coach Becker and his staff, Dean Bach­
meier. Bert Leidholt, and Larry Treider were pleased with the accom­
plishments of the 1973 Beaver football team.

Other outdoor records were set by Steve Loeppke in the pole vault ( 14-11• ), Steve Gunderson in the shot put 

(54-2), B,11 Strasser in the high jump (6-6), Joe Johnston in the 3.000-meter steeplechase (10:12) and Jim 

Rowell in the 880-yard run (1 :56.9). 
Indoors, new standards were produced by Myhre in the mile (4: 18.5). Jerry Ziemann in the 1.000-yard run 
(2:20.4), Gunderson in the shot (49-7 1 2). Steve Reinke in the high jump (6-4) and Johnston. Rowell, Dan 

Landes and Rich Gaffrey in the two-mile relay (8:28.2). 
The Beavers, coached by Wiley Wilson and Bert Leidholt. won six meets during the year. The highlight. of 
course. came in the NDCAC attraction. where thev unseated three-time defending champion Jamestown.

The facility will 
house an art program, a dramatics pro­
gram, our mathematics offerings and a 
limited number of offerings in music. 
Hopefully a new wing will be added to the 
building within the next few years. 

During the fall of 1973 certain areas in 
the basement of Old Main were reno­
vated . 

On October 15, 1973 the college experi ­
enced a fire in Pioneer Hall. We were 
most fortunate that no one was seriously 
injured during the fire. The students are 
to be commended tor the responsible 
manner in which they responded to the 
alarm. They should also be commended 
for their tolerance in putting up with a 
good many inconveniences during the 
cleanup and renovation period following 
the fire . 

An accrediting team representing North 
Central Accreditation Association visited 
the college in the spring of 1973. As a 
result of this visit, the undergraduate pro­
grams were accredited for 10 years. The 
association will periodically review the 
new offerings and programs at the mas­
ter 's level. 

The curriculum has been significantly 
modified during the year. The college 
was authorized to offer a new master 's 
degree in learning difficulties in special 
education effective the fall of 1973. 

At the December meeting of the Board, 
the college was authorized to offer a 
minor in Indian studies . They also ap­
proved several course revisions and mod­
ifications. The Board currently has under 
advisement the college request to offer 
Associate Degree Programs in account­
ing, wild life studies and engineering 
studies.

The Health . Physical Education and Recreation program 
at MSC is operated on three levels. The first . and 
theoretica lly the most important, involves regularly 
scheduled courses. 

These cou rses are helpful to the students in many ways. 
Some, such as Dancing or Swimming. teach students 
socially desirable skills. Others, like Condit10ning 
Exercises or Weightlifting. merely offer a means of 
keeping in shape. Still others, e.g. Kinesiology or Ath letic 
Injuries. prepare students for ca reers in such physical 
education fie lds as coaching or teaching. 

The most publicized level on which the physical education 
division operates is, of course. the intercollegiate level. 
where a limited number of the schooi·s best athletes 
represent it in competition with other colleges. In 1973-
74, as it has been for several years. Minot State was well 
represented on this level by a large number of very 
exceptiona l athletes. 

Finally, there is the intramural level. where all male and 
female students are eligible to compete in a wide variety 
of competitive sports. either as parts of a team or as 
individuals.

And just as the curriculum is ex panding to meet the needs of today's students, so is the 
library's collection expanding to meet thei r needs. 

The majority of the m ateria l is in the fo rm of books. m agazi nes and government pub­
lications, but microfi lm (back issues of magazines and newspapers). m icro fi che (ERIC 
publications and BIA annual reports), fi lm stri ps (Indians of the United States. Japanese 
internment cam ps during WW II, etc.) and casse ttes of m usic and the spoken word 
(educa tors, soc ial· scientists. dramatists) are also available. Micro form readers and 
printers. film str ip previewer, cassette players (some of which can be checked out). 
and a video tape viewer are becomi ng increasingly more popu lar . Facul ty and students 
are enco uraged to recommend purchase of new material, and though some requests 
cannot be acqui red . most are. and all are given considera t ion. 

The ci rcu lat ion period for m ost boo ks has been lengthened to four weeks to lessen the 
need for renewa ls and the problems of overdue books ( li brar ians don' t l ike f ines any 
more than li brary users d o!). 

Str ip mining, Watergate. Garrison Diversion, the energy crisis-al l have added to the 
increased use of the Government Depository publications. The depository co l lec tion also 
incl udes a great dea l of genera l in terest material. such as U.S. Census f igures, NASA 
material. agricu lture bulletins. Smithsonian Institution publ icati ons. Bureau of Amer ican 
Ethnol ogy reports , as well as Congressional hearings, bi lls and laws. 

After being sligh ted for severa l years, the childrens book co llectio n is now being en­
larged because of the increased budget. This co llection, used by chi ldrens l iterature and 
library scie nce c lasses, now includes m any new titles. covering recent fi ct ion as well as 
non-fi ct ion on con temporary social issues-abortion. d rug abuse, birth control. ecology, 
and minor ity groups. 

The Special Collections room co ntains books. pamphlets and documents rela t ing to the 
Indians of the Northern Plains. the settlement of Dakota Territory. and the sta te of North 
Dakota. With the approach of the Bicentennial yea r. increased interes t and use of the 
collect ion is anticipated . 

l.1 keeping with this Nor thern Plains theme. prints by Bodmer, Rem ington and Russell 
have been hung, and a display of Sioux arrows and 19th Century ri fles is near the en­
trance. 

Head Librar ian George Clark has a staff of six librarians whose prime duty is to aid 
faculty and students in the optimum use of the library-f rom locat ing House Bill 2347 
to explai ning the serial print-out to locati ng Dr. Seuss· real name to point ing ou t the 
three buffalo heads-if somehow they were missed.

JACK ANDERSON 

As writer of the Wash ington Merry­
go-round", which appears in 746 
newspapers, Jack Anderson is the 
most widely read politi ca l co lumn ist 
in the United States. He started with 
the colum n in 1947, sharing the by­
line with Drew Pearson until Pear­
son's death when he inherited the 
column. 

Born in 1922 to Mormon parents 
(Swedish father, Danish mother) 
he grew up in Utah and began his 
newspaper career at 15, as editor 
of the Boy Scout page in a Sa lt Lake 
City paper. By the time he was 18, he 
was a reporter for the Salt Lake 
Tribune. 

After serving his two years ' ministry 
in the Morm on Church, he jo ined the 
Merchant Marines in 1943. In 1945, 
he left the Merchant Marines and was 
inducted into the army, where he 
served in the Quartermaster Corps 
in Ch ina until 1947, at whi ch time he 
began work ing for Pearson. 

An investigative reporter a nd ad­
vocacy journalist, Ande rson has 
brought to light such politi ca l scan­
dals as the "Five- percenters" of the 
Truman Administration and the Sher­
man Adams "Vicuna Coa t" affair of 
the Eisenhower Administration. Dur­
ing Nixon 's first adm in istration, 
Anderson uncovered the ITT-Dita 
Beard case, and his disciosures of the 
Nixon Administration po li cy during 
the India-Pakistan cris is brought 
him the Pu litzer Prize for 1972. 

Because of his open and humorous 
delivery, Jack Anderson is a lways in 
demand for public appearances. One 
of his appearances in May, 1971 , was 
at Minot State Co ll ege, at which time 
he spoke of the secrecy surro undi ng 
Washington and of his be lief that the 
citizens of this country ha ve the 
right to know what their elected offi ­
cials are doing.

The Endsheets 
were designed by the staff selecting Mediterranean Blue and White to match the cover colors. 

The book is printed on 80-pound premium double-gloss enamel stock except for Signatures 14 and 15 which are printed on 
80-pound Stippleton. 

Type font used through out th e book is News Gothic, in 12, 10, and 8 point. News Gothic. a sans-serif face, has elegant simpli ­
c ity of sty le, giving a c lean c lear type impression. News Gothic is a strong face, without typograph ica l eccentri ci ties and 
ref lects a contemporary feeling in typography. Head lines and subjhead lines were set in varied sizes of News Gothic ranging 
from 14pt. to 72pt., with the majority set in 18pt. and 24 pt. A specia l letraset type face head line was used in the Opening: 
YAG I Link Double. 

A more creative use of design elements, increased use of color and graphics, emphasis on action photography were inno­
vations to broaden reade r appeal .
