Data Interpretation:
The PLT TLP pass rate has declined over the last few data cycles, beginning in Spring 2023. This decline parallels that of the PRAXIS II test. Our governance committee and Stakeholder’s groups have both made suggestions including increased review sessions, alignment to curriculum, and having faculty take the test to see what we are missing in our coursework. In addition, this year we embarked on a program improvement process and are focusing on the issue of improving teacher candidate learning. 
Early Childhood is the only program that does not meet the target of an 80% pass rate at this point.
