Class Rotations for Upper Level Classes for Elementary Education BSEd 
These classes require admission to teacher education:   

-ELED 352 – day fall and spring; online spring only; ED 320 is prerequisite

-ED 322 – day and night, fall and spring; spring online only; ED 320 is prerequisite
-KIN 340 – day only, fall and spring; summer on campus; ED 320 is prerequisite
-Music 301 – day only, fall and spring; MUS 101 is prerequisite
Blocks (ELED 421, 422, 423, 424, 425 and SCI 426) - day only, fall and spring, SHOULD NOT be taken with another day class; requires ED 320, Math 277, Math 377 and ELED 352 as prerequisites.  Students may take night classes but watch overload requirements (students taking over 18 credits need 3.0 GPA).  Blocks is 16 credits.  
Students who take Blocks in fall will register for ED 324L with Blocks.  Students who register for student teaching in fall will register for ED 324L with student teaching.  

Kindergarten Concentration

ECE 310 (introduction) – fall on campus/day; spring online
ECE 313 (language acquisition) – fall on campus/day; spring online
ECE 361 (observation and assessment) – fall online; spring on campus/day 

ECE 436 (K methods) – day only, fall only 

ED 323L – should be taken with K methods class
Reading Concentration

ELED 352 – fall and spring/day; spring online; requires admission and ED 320
ED 402 – night only, fall only; does not require admission

ED 440 – night only, spring and summer only, requires admission and ELED 352

ED 441L – night only, spring and summer only, requires admission and ELED 440

Note – ED 440 and ED 441L can be taken together in the summer and could be used as (and taken with) ED 321L or ED 323L
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
